specification - disc cut

Works Proposed (onto existing hard surface)
 1. Prior to disc cutting, ensure the area/s is free from dust, dirt, weeds & 

any other vegetation.

2. Cut out channel as specified below.

 
3. Clean out and remove all loose debris from channel.

4. Puncture surface to allow ponding water to seep away (if required).
