Open Textured Bituminous Macadam Base

This must be laid on a minimum of 150mm MOT Type 1 
 
In the macadam mixes, this bituminous binder should be 200 pen. straight run bitumen without cut back at 150 
(+10) °C.
 
A single course of open textures bituminous macadam to BS. 4987 (1973) may be laid, using aggregate of 10mm 
nominal size.  Minimum consolidated thickness should be 50mm.
 
The bitmac should be laid with local deviations no greater than 8mm under a 3m straight edge in any direction.
 
If it is not considered possible to achieve these tolerances in a single course, two courses of open textured bitmac 
should be laid, again to BS. 4987 (1973).  First a base course of minimum consolidated thickness 40mm using 
aggregate of 20mm nominal size, followed by a wearing course of minimum 10mm consolidated thickness using 
aggregate of 6mm or 10mm nominal size.
 
A steel wheeled roller should be used to compact the area while the materials are in a workable condition.  
Compaction should continue until the roller leaves no marks.
 
All bitmac surfaces should be completed at least 14 days prior to any easifall surfaces being laid, unless the 
macadam is laid without flux oils.
