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specifications - no fines sub-base

Specification for a No - Fines Concrete Sub-base

Excavate the area specified to a depth of 50mm plus the depth of the easifall system to be installed.

If the excavated area is particularly damp or has ponding water an additional coarse of M.O.T. type 1 and/or 
a geotextile membrane may have to be laid underneath the no-fines.

 
Infill the excavation with 50mm (pedestrian load only) of No-Fines Concrete (15 - 20mm limestone chippings mixed 
with neat cement and water to a ratio of 8:1 or 50kg of ordinary Portland cement to 400kg of stone). The mix should 
be screeded and either rolled or tamped down using a mechanical plate compactor to give a level base with a 
plus/minus tolerance of 5 - 7mm under a 3 meter straight edge.

 
Although limestone chippings would be our preference we are aware  that they are not always readily available 
nation-wide, two other alternatives are:
   1. 15 - 20mm coarse aggregate - providing it is solid and angular.
   2. 15 - 20mm quartz chippings.

Typical example, mixing method for 6m³  of ready mix No-Fines.

 1. Dry mix 6m³ of stone at depot.

 2. Add dry cement at 8:1 ratio.

 3. Thoroughly mix.

 4. Add 100 ltrs. water * and mix thoroughly.

 5. Add a further 100 ltrs. water * and mix thoroughly.

 6. Transport to site, continue mixing on route.

 7. Arrive on site, add a further 150 ltrs. water * and mix thoroughly.

 8. Tip into prepared area.

 * Water content may vary depending upon dampness of stone 
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
