Maintenance: Cleaning Schedule
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Cleaning schedule for an easifall safer surface

It is not possible to determine an exact timescale for the cleaning of a safer surface.
Conditions around the individual locations vary considerably from urban, suburban, country, seaside, industrial,
indoor or outdoor.

At a minimum, easifall recommend that surfaces are treated with easiwash annually. This ensures that as well as
the aesthetics of the surface, the critical fall height properties do not deteriorate. Standard commercial detergents
may cause damage to the binder, therefore easifall only recommend easiwash for cleaning an easifall surface.

As with any surface, be it indoor or outdoor, the user can see when cleaning is required, however the following
recommendations are made.

1 Daily inspection
Look for signs of damage, broken glass, stains due to spillage and litter. Clean/remove where necessary.

2. Weekly
Indoor areas should be cleaned with a wet/dry vacuum to prevent a build up of contamination especially in high
pedestrian areas.

3. When Visibly Required
Upon visible build up of dirt/pollutants, the surface shoulce be pressure washed with plain water using no
more than 1000 PSI with a fan jet nozzle on the washer.

4. Annually or Bi-Annually

Treat the surface with easiwash followed by a power wash using no more than 1000 PSI and a fan jet nozzle.

In indoor areas the use of a pressure washer may not always be practical so weekly cleaning to prevent a build
up of dirt is highly recommended.
